
Domestic waste & recycling

Q: What do I need to know about domestic waste
(rubbish) and recycling?

A: Torfaen County Borough Council who are responsible for the
control and collection of domestic waste, including recycling. If
you want to know more about waste, recycling or just to order a
bin you should call them on 01495 762200. They also have
Waste Awareness Officers who can call to provide specific
advice and support. 

Help us to make sure that your bins are used and stored correctly.

• All household waste must be kept inside your bin and you should
make sure the lid is closed at all times. Please do not dispose of
your refuse inside anyone else’s bins, in stairwells of flats or in
public spaces.

• Rubbish bins should be put out for collection no later than
7.30 a.m. on the day of collection. Your collection day is
_________________ every week/fortnight. Bins must then be taken
back from the collection point no later than 7.30 p.m. on the day
of collection. 

• Bulky items can be collected by the Council. Please call them on
01495 762200 to arrange a collection. When you have arranged
a special collection please only put items outside on the day of
collection. 

• For a replacement bin, report a missed collection or to report
problems with the bins you can call the Council on 01495
762200. 

Q: Can I recycle furniture and other large items?
